We encourage everyone to register for the entire 3-day convention to 
capture the best value. A summary of the schedule of events is also on 
the convention registration page. Signing up for the entire convention 
gives you access to all meals and events: Welcome Party, Model Initia-
tion, All-Industry Luncheon with invited speaker, Ukrainian Dinner and 
entertainment, Family Luncheon with street performers, and Grand Ban-
quet. We have also guaranteed room rates at the Westin for $169/night 
for double occupancy, which helps justify spending a mini-vacation in 
town.    
 
During the early-bird period up until May 11, 2018, registration is only 

$385 CDN for pond members and their spouses, plus you will be entered in the early-bird prize 
draw. For those under the age of 18, convention registration is only $50 CDN!! This is a super bar-
gain that we hope will encourage ganders to register their families. The youth registration includes 
all meals and activities throughout the convention, including fun at West Edmonton Mall and Fort 
Edmonton Park!

Last Flight—Don Munro 

On February 18, 2018, 
our dear friend PMLG 
Don Munro took his 
last flight. 
 
Born February 2, 1940, 
Don had a long career 
in the Insurance Indus-
try.  A Blue Goose 
member since January 

1971, he was MLG of the Edmonton Pond 
in 1988/89. 
 
Don suffered from MS for many years, but 
never let it get him down.  He loved curl-
ing and curled in the Blue Goose league in 
the late 70’s until he was no longer able 
to do so.  Later in life he took up wheel-
chair curling. 
 
Don loved to socialize and will be remem-
bered for his great sense of humour.  
Even after he was no longer able to curl 
he loved to travel to the Blue Goose Bon-
spiels in Banff and later in Vancouver.  
PMLG Jim McLennan remembers that 
Don looked forward to travelling to Van-
couver with their team and describes him 
as “the best 5th man a team could have”. 
 
Don attended several Grand Nest Conven-
tions along with his wife Eva. 
 
Don will be lovingly remembered by his 
wife Eva; daughters Terri (Rob) and Jen-
nifer (Kelly); and grandsons Carter and 
Colby.  He will also be remembered by his 
sister, Wendy Munro, his Aunt Norma, 
and many nieces, nephews, and cousins. 
 
There will be no formal service for Don at 
this time.
